Dear Mr. Oybek Ruziev,

1. Reference is made to the consultations between officials of the United Nations Development
Programme (hereinafter referred to as “UNDP”) in Uzbekistan and officials of the Educational Center for
Training Afghan citizens in Termez under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education the
Republic of Uzbekistan (hereinafter referred to as “ECTAC”) with respect to the activities of ECTAC for
the implementation of the project #00141161 “Enhancing the capacities of Surkhandarya Region to
educate and train Afghan citizens”, as specified in Project Document, to which UNDP has been selected
as initiating partner.

2. In accordance with the Project Document and with the following terms and conditions, we
confirm our acceptance of the activities to be provided by ECTAC towards the project, as specified in the
Attachment 1: Description of Activities (hereinafter referred to as “Activities”). Close consultations will
be held between ECTAC and UNDP on all aspects of the Activities.

3. ECTAC shall be fully responsible for carrying out, with due diligence and efficiency, all
Activities in accordance with its Financial regulations, rules and other directives, only to the extent they
are consistent with UNDP’s Financial Regulations and Rules. In all other cases, UNDP's Financial
Regulations and Rules must be followed.

4. In carrying out the activities under this Letter, the personnel and sub-contractors of ECTAC
shall not be considered in any respect as being the employees or agents of UNDP. UNDP does not accept
any liability for claims arising out of acts or omission of ECTAC or its personnel, or of its contractors or
their personnel, in performing the Activities or any claims for death, bodily injury, disability, damage to
property or other hazards that may be suffered by ECTAC, and its personnel as a result of their work
pertaining to the Activities.

5. Any subcontractors, including NGOs under contract with ECTAC, shall work under the
supervision of the designated official of ECTAC. These subcontractors shall remain accountable to ECTAC
for the manner in which assigned functions are discharged.

6. Upon signature of this Letter, UNDP will make payments to ECTAC, according to the schedule
of payments specified in Attachment 2: Schedule of Activities, Facilities and Payments.

7. ECTAC shall not make any financial commitments or incur any expenses, which would exceed
the budget for the Activities as set forth in Attachment 2. ECTAC shall regularly consult with UNDP
concerning the status and use of funds and shall promptly advise UNDP any time when ECTAC is aware
that the budget to carry out these Activities is insufficient to fully implement the project in the manner
set out in the Attachment 1. UNDP shall have no obligation to provide ECTAC with any funds or to make
any reimbursement for expenses incurred by ECTAC in excess of the total budget as set forth in
Attachment 2.

8. ECTAC shall submit the cumulative financial report each quarter (30 June, 30 September and
31 December). The report will be submitted to UNDP through the UNDP Resident Representative within
30 days following those dates. The format will follow the standard UNDP expenditure report as specified
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in Attachment 3. UNDP will include the financial report by ECTAC in the financial report for the project
#00141161 “Enhancing the capacities of Surkhandarya Region to educate and train Afghan citizens”.

9. ECTAC shall submit such progress reports relating to the Activities as may reasonably be
required by the Project Manager in the exercise of his or her duties.

10. ECTAC shall furnish a final report within 12 months after the completion or termination of the
Activities, including a list of non-expendable equipment purchased by ECTAC and all relevant audited or
certified financial statements and records related to such Activities, as appropriate, pursuant to its
Financial Regulations and Rules.

11. Equipment and supplies that may be furnished by UNDP or procured through UNDP funds will
be disposed as agreed, in writing, between UNDP and ECTAC.

12. Any changes to the Project Document, which would affect the work being performed by
ECTAC in accordance with Attachment 1, shall be recommended only after consultation between the
parties.

13. For any matters not specifically covered by this Letter, the Parties would ensure that those
matters shall be resolved in accordance with the appropriate provisions of the Project Document and
any revisions thereof and in accordance with the respective provisions of the Financial Regulations and
Rules of the ECTAC and UNDP.

14. The arrangements described in this Letter will remain in effect until the end of the project, or
the completion of activities of ECTAC according to Attachment 1, or until terminated in writing (with 30
days notice) by either party. The schedule of payments specified in Attachment 2 remains in effect based
on continued performance by ECTAC unless it receives written indication to the contrary from UNDP.

15. Any balance of funds that is undisbursed and uncommitted after the conclusion of the
Activities shall be returned within 90 days to UNDP.

16. Any amendment to this Letter shall be effected by mutual agreement in writing form.

17. All further correspondence regarding this Letter, other than signed letters of agreement or
amendments thereto should be addressed to Ms. Matilda Dimovska, Resident Representative, UNDP in
Uzbekistan.

18. ECTAC shall keep the UNDP Resident Representative fully informed of all actions undertaken
by them in carrying out this Letter.

19. UNDP may suspend this Agreement, in whole or in part, upon written notice, should
circumstances arise which jeopardize successful completion of the Activities.

20. Any dispute between the UNDP and ECTAC arising out of or relating to this Letter, which is
not settled by negotiation or other, agreed mode of settlement, shall, at the request of either party, be
submitted to a Tribunal of three arbitrators. Each party shall appoint one arbitrator, and the two
arbitrators so appointed shall appoint a third arbitrator, who shall be the chairperson of the Tribunal. If,
within 15 days of the appointment of two arbitrators, the third arbitrator has not been appointed, either
party may request the President of the International Court of Justice to appoint the arbitrator referred
to. The Tribunal shall determine its own procedures, provided that any two arbitrators shall constitute a
quorum for all purposes, and all decisions shall require the agreement of any two arbitrators. The
expenses of the Tribunal shall be borne by the parties as assessed by the Tribunal. The arbitral award
shall contain a statement of the reasons on which it is based and shall be final and binding on the parties.

1. Prepare and submit jointly with the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Specialized Education
(MHSSE) an official request (petition) for student visas (on an ongoing basis - for the period of their
education at the ECTAC) for 336 Afghan students studying in ECTAC within the framework of this project,
as well as the extension of visas in the prescribed manner.

An official request and visa support from ECTAC will be required for each new group of students
during the project’s implementation period including vacations.

4
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2. Prepare appropriate premises for the accommodation and registration of students from
Afghanistan, in compliance with the norms of the legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the
implementation of quarantine and vaccination measures, taking into account the real situation with the
COVID-19 pandemic, including the organization of remote learning.

3. Arrange medical check and medical insurance® of Afghan students at the beginning of
education processes.

Depending on the situation with the COVID-19 pandemic Afghan students, arriving to ECTAC may
be placed in quarantine in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

4. Arrange accommodation of students at a dormitory of the ECTAC. Ensure relevant security and
safety measures for the safe stay of students in the dormitory.

5. Ensure quality education and completion of the 2021-2022 academic year for 136 Afghan
citizens currently studying at ECTAC.

Considering the exceptional situation unfolding currently in Afghanistan, UNDP will cover a full
cost of education for 136 students for the 2021-2022 academic year (including tuition fees,
accommodation, catering, monthly allowances and medical insurance).

6. Design, organize and deliver TVET Programs in at least three academic disciplines for the
selected Afghan students. Within the framework of this task ECTAC will implement the following
activities:

a. Select and coordinate TVET Programmes in strict compliance with the education standards of
Uzbekistan and qualification requirements for professions and specialties, to deliver tailored
programmes for Afghanistan citizens.

b. Placement of 100 Afghan students on the TVET Programmes:

e The first part of the program (one month) will be dedicated to the Language Course and
orientation to TVET Programme (accompanied by the Basic subjects);

e In the main part (at least seven months), the ECTAC will organize core TVET program, including
practical training to partner organizations in partnership with educational institutions in Uzbekistan. The
TVET program will be provided in Uzbek, Russian or English languages. Each student will receive an offer
from ECTAC with details on the start and end of the study programme and summary of the course;

e Each student will be assisted in developing an individual study plan, which will subjects and
modules required to complete the TVET programme. The curriculum will include subjects aimed at
developing students' leadership qualities and their skills in working in the digital economy (fundamentals
of psychology, public speaking, digital economy, business, e-commerce, etc.);

e Using of an online platform for remote learning of students.

7. Design, organize and conduct Short-Term training courses on at least four basic professions for
the selected scholarship participants. Within the framework of this task ECTAC will implement the
following activities:

a. Select and coordinate Short-Term Courses on basic professions in strict compliance with
educational standards of Uzbekistan and qualification requirements for professions and specialties, to
deliver tailored programmes for Afghanistan citizens.

b. Placement of 100 Afghan students on the Short-Term Courses on basic professions:

e Each student will be assisted in developing an individual study plan, required to complete the
course.

e Using of an online platform for remote learning of students.

1 The costs of these activities can be covered by UNDP directly.
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8. Arrange and facilitate performance evaluation based on ECTAC's internal assessment form. The
evaluation will be conducted by both student and tutors, including through anonymous surveys.

9. ECTAC Curator checks the academic performance and attendance of the students on a regular
basis. Students should attend classes and show constant progress in learning, ensure to obtain no less
that minimal allowable score or percentage indicated in the agreement signed between the student and
the ECTAC. In case of unsatisfactory performance, an issue will be escalated to the Advisory Board
meeting to make a decision on the student’s further participation in the project.

10. ECTAC is fully responsible for ensuring class attendance of the students, as well as the daily
monitoring of the compliance with the rules of internal order of ECTAC. A student who misses classes
without any valid reason during the course of study for more than 74 hours will be expelled from ECTAC
in accordance with the Regulations on the procedure for transfer, reinstatement and expulsion of
students from higher education institutions, approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan dated June 20, 2017 No. 393.

11. Organization and conduct of certification, state and qualification exams, the defense of thesis
by the graduates, with the assignment of specialties and qualifications in accordance with educational
standards.

12. Issue TVET Diplomas and Certificates of Completion of Short-Term Courses on Basic
Professions by students. The Diplomas and Certificates are issued in 2 languages - in Uzbek (Latin) on the
left side and English on the right side.

13. Organize before the start of education an induction week for Afghan students. A variety of
events are held to orient and welcome new students during this period. The orientation programs also
aim at creating student’s familiarity with the institution’s regulations and academic standards, creating
an environment to acquaint the students with their classmates. Safety rules and policies of the Center
and the country will also be presented and explained during orientation week.

14. Create opportunities for the cultural and social adaptation of Afghan students, including by
organizing various sightseeing visits, thematic circles, sports events, language clubs, etc.

15. Arrange transportation of students on a separate bus to the places of group trainings, events
and work practice.

16. Create at least 2 equipped smart classrooms for the needs of Afghan students with a separate
Internet connection.

17. Conclude an Individual Study Contract with each project participant, which among other terms
foresees the payment of fixed monthly stipends in the amount of USD 100% to Afghan students according
to the schedule specified in each Individual Study Contract, within 15 days from the beginning of each
month.

18. Provide technical assistance on organization of study tours for the responsible parties to learn
about the established national system of education and employability.

19. ECTAC is fully responsible for the reliability of the information provided and for the timely
provision of the results, which are indicated in this Description of Activities, as well as upon separate
requests from UNDP. Also, ECTAC shall:

e Coordinate its actions with UNDP;

e ECTAC will establish a project implementation unit (PIU) that will be responsible for daily
implementation of the project activities, including monitoring and reporting. The PIU will consist of the
responsible ECTAC staff approved by the center’s Director and will implement the UNDP project activities
and prepare documentary reports. The PIU will be in constant contact with UNDP Project Manager at
least twice per month, including in remote mode, to update on the project implementation progress.

2 The agreement shall be executed in UZS in terms of the payments and reporting in the month the installments are paid.
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e Appoint a Curator who will deal with issues of timely obtaining visas and other permits for
students from Afghanistan;

e Provides Quarterly and Annual Project Progress Report according to the template provided by
UNDP.

20. Provide, as a contribution of the Government of Uzbekistan, an equipped office,
communications and Internet for the UNDP project staff, as well as a room for their accommodation for
the duration of the project.

21. Provide, as a contribution of the Government of Uzbekistan, a renovated office space with
total area of not less than 50 square meters at the premises of the ECTAC with all necessary
communications and access to the Internet for the establishment of an EU Knowledge Center within the
Center.

Description of inputs:

UNDP will finance the following activities within the framework of the Project:

1. Ensuring the arrival of 200 Afghan citizens - participants of the TVET Programmes and Short-
Term Courses on basic professions for training, as well as departure after graduation from ECTAC, in
accordance with the curriculum;

2. Payment for education at ECTAC for 336 Afghan citizens (tuition fees, accommodation,
catering, monthly allowances and medical insurance), which includes:

— Emergency support provided for the 136 Afghan students currently educated at ECTAC;

— Access to technical vocational education and training (TVET) programmes for 100 Afghan
citizens;

— Access to short-term courses on basic professions for 100 Afghan citizens.

3. Enhancing the technical capacity of ECTAC to deliver education and training to Afghan citizens,
include:

— Conduct needs assessment, design and procure IT equipment, furniture and other goods to
establish an EU Knowledge Centre within ECTAC;

— Conduct user research, design, and procure a software company to develop a digital learning
platform for the ECTAC;

— Conduct market research and procure a bus (with 26 seats) for ECTAC;

— Organise an official handover ceremony of the EU Information Centre, digital platform and bus
to ECTAC.

4. Covering the costs of broad coverage of the implementation of the Project in the territory of
Uzbekistan in the media, including through the production of thematic video-photo materials, stories,
interviews and documentaries.

5. Coverage of part of the costs of joint activities to be organized with other international
development organizations.
